The work 
 
 

 
Ecce Cor Meum, "Here is my heart" Paul 
McCartney carried out this oratorio in four 
movements for soprano, chorus and orchestra, 
which associates English and Latin texts, at 
the request of the famous English Oxford 
College. 
It was created in November 2006 at the Royal 
Albert Hall in London.  
This unexpected work, whose order was a 
surprise for McCartney, flows naturally; it is 
intense and vibrating, tending towards light, as 
the ex-Beatle songs can be, even if the kind of 
expression is very far away from the usual 
field of the left-handed bass player.  
The composer spent eight years to write this 
music: the composition had been stopped by 
his wife’s death, Linda, whose memory haunts 
the most moving passages.  
A humble and enthusiastic ode to music, Ecce 
Cor Meum is an amazing and disconcerting 
work, reflecting the mystical process of the 
composer who has always been bent to hope. 
Ecce Cor Meum is a more spiritual confession 
than a religious one; a faithful musical piece 
which merrily bursts styles’ frontiers and fills 
hearts with emotion, without any preciosity 
nor sectarianism.
